Apart from
University of Yerevan I have lectured in universities of Europe for twelve years in
English and French, about our history and introduced it to other nations. 

MRS SARIAN But to know a nation’s psychology, you should know their language. Because it is
the language that inspires someone with the spirit of a nation.

MR YEREVANIAN The issue is that if you are Armenian, you are Armenian in spirit, and you already
know your nation’s psychology. The only thing that is missing here is the language.
We, Armenians have many famous personalities, who are known to the world,
unfortunately, they do not speak Armenian.

Question 7 (Article — Fast advancement technology)

The Fast advancement of the Technology

The technology in the past, compared
to the present, had been in a primitive

form. Every home did not have radio, or
television, telephone or mobile phone and
computer.

But today a big change had happened. In
every home there are the above mentioned
and they play a very important role in
someone’s life that without them the life
becomes very difficult.

The advancement of auditory and
theoretic world at present is so appealing,
that everyone according to their ability
follows the daily happenings, by using the
computer the mobile phone or other
technical tools and remain in
communication with different countries of
the world.

Years ago, it was a matter of weeks to
write and send letters. But today, because
of the e-mail and the websites it is
possible to send letters in a matter of
minutes to every part of the world. Paying
bills and daily shopping even are possible
to do very fast, using the computer and by
doing so to save time in one’s life.

But along with all these facilities, comes
the parents worries. Parents who do not
have enough knowledge about computers,
how can they keep an eye on or be of
assistance to their children and make them
understand about the dangers of the
Internet.

So parents should keep their computer
knowledge up to date, to guide their
children and to make use of the positive
aspects of the computer and the Internet.
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Question 8 (Speech — Parents, Internet and Children)

Ladies and Gentlemen

This part of the technological seminar, will deffinately interest, the parents of children and teenagers,
because it comprises of Internet and its influence on our children. On the whole, parents are not sure
how to supervise and limit their childrens’ access to Internet.

Generally, parents have their individual approach and rules towards Internet use and the amount of time
spent online by their children. This simply represents each family’s values and overall judgement on the
subject.

Today, Internet plays an important role in our children’s educational and social lives. The educational
possibilities of Internet are immense, but at the same time, Internet can be quite disturbing to children.

It is imperative that children, from young age, should understand that socially accepted behaviour
applies to Internet use as well. Teach them not to disclose personal information such as name address
and telephone number on the net and based upon their own common sense, stop any chat that makes
them uncomfortable and feel it is wrong.

Teach your children not to chat to strangers on the net. Encourage them to communicate with you their
positive and negative experiences on the net, emphasising that not all the information on the Internet are
accurate.

Children from five years to seven years of age may start to visit children’s websites with the help of
their parents. They learn how to email letters to their friends, and by doing this they develope their
computer and language skills. But, it is a parent’s responsibility, to choose the list of friends, with whom
their child is allowed to have email correspondence.

From around eight years of age children can become increasingly interested in exploring the Internet
and chatting online. At this age they begin to assert their independence to visit the ‘forbidden’ sites and
chat rooms.

Once they start high school, Internet becomes an important tool, for teenagers to complete the school
assignments. Generally the school recommends a number of websites, where the students can visit to
collect their information needed. At this age also, the teenagers’ time spent on the net should be limited
according to parents’ judgement and decision.

The Internet, with all its advantages, prevents our children from physical activity. It is the responsibility
of the parents and educational institutions to encourage children to take part in sporting activities, to
train their bodies and breathe the fresh air, emphasising the importance of the physical activity for the
health of an individual.

Question 9 (History and Culture)

The ‘Mesrob Mashdots Matenadaran’, the centre of Armenian manuscripts, has centuries of history.

The first information about the manuscripts came to us from the fifth century. The handwritten books
that are kept in the matenadaran, have the bitter and suffering history of the Armenian people in their
pages. 

For every destroyed manuscript, new ones have been created, old ones copied and other nations
creations translated. These manuscripts were collected one by one, from every corner of Armenian land.

The nineteenth century became the renewal era for ‘Matenadaran’. It was then that caring and
preserving the manuscripts became a serious matter. In 1939 by the government’s decision the
‘Matenadaran’ was moved from Echmiadzin to Yerevan. At the entrance of the ‘Matenadaran’ are
statues of Armenian scientists. And, in front of the buildingthere is the stature of Mesrob Mashdots and
Armenian Alphabet. On its left hand side there is an engraving, ‘Recognise the wisdom and the advice,
know the words of Masters’.
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
