(Includes
practical phonetic information, useful dialogues and pattern drills, although the approach to
grammar is somewhat technical and complex.)

Humesky, Assya, Modern Ukrainian, 2nd ed. Canadian Institute of Ukrainian Studies Press,
Edmonton, 1999. (An advanced textbook of Ukrainian grammar which includes dialogues,
notes on grammar and explanatory notes dealing with cultural, regional and stylistic differences.
A useful textbook for review exercises. Students will find the appendices useful, with
information on phonetics, declensions and verb government.)

Slavutych, Y, Conversational Ukrainian, Edmonton, Gateway, 1973. (Uses dialogues and other
discourse forms and explains grammatical points after the texts in which they appear.)

Slavutych, Y, Standard Ukrainian Grammar, Slavuta Publishers, Edmonton, 1987. (A particularly
useful textbook for dialogues and stories, incorporating basic information on Ukraine.)
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Struk, D H, Ukrainian for Undergraduates, 2nd revised edition, Canadian Institute of Ukrainian
Studies Press, Edmonton, 1998. (Suitable as a textbook for grammar only, since discourse forms
are not presented.)
