QUESTION 1

You are at the bus stop.

– Greet a passer-by and ask if he/she could help you.
– Say that you are not from here and that you are looking for the post office.
– Repeat the directions given to you by the passer-by.
– Thank him/her for the information.

QUESTION 2

You are at the police station.

– Say that you have lost your wallet while shopping.
– Say that the last time you saw it was over an hour ago.
– Say that it had your driver’s licence and approximately $250 in it.
– Ask the police officer if he/she thinks that there is any hope of finding it.

QUESTION 3

You are at school.

– Apologise to the teacher for being absent from your examination yesterday.
