Translate into Classical Greek.

When the Athenians first sailed against Syracuse they hoped to capture the city within

a short time; for they knew that they themselves were very strong both in ships and in

hoplites. However, of the three generals, Alcibiades was ordered to return to Athens

and Lamachus was killed in battle, so that Nicias alone commanded the Athenian

army. Although the Syracusans defended bravely, they would have been defeated very
easily if Gylippus, a Spartan general, had not come to their help. Under his leadership

they became more confident; they attacked the fleet of the enemy in the confined

space of the harbour and defeated it in a great sea battle.
